Of Abstinence, Basketball & Baptism
Aside from abstinence on Lenten Fridays and fasting on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday, we are encouraged to give up on
things and activities that we are fond of or enjoy doing such
that in depriving ourselves of them, we experience some sort
of a struggle and hardship. This way the act of penance be-
comes more personal and meaningful.
My kind of abstinence is watching TV. | mean, | turn off the TV
during Lent and | turn it back on only on Easter Sunday. For the
last fourteen years, I've been faithful in observing this form of
abstinence. Not this time, though. The culprit is NBA, more
precisely the Golden State Warriors.
It’s such a fun watching the players. They move fast, pass the
ball faster, shoot with accuracy and guard with tenacity. There
is not a dull moment in their games. They are fantastic in of-
fense and energetic in their defense. I’'m hooked. To make sure
that | don’t miss a game, | use the recorder. Then when | have
the time, | sit in my recliner and watch the pre-recorded game
minus the commercials.
What | like best with the Golden State is that everyone contrib-
utes, be it making shots or preventing the other team from
making them. Yes, Stephen Curry is the acknowledged ace
player. He can get those difficult shots look easy even when he
is double-teamed. Lately, however, he has learned to pass
more. As a result the Warriors are getting more open shots
and the fun-to-watch dunks. All the first-five can deliver and
the second stringers have proven time and again that they can
do as well. Their teamwork is just fabulous. They are so unsel-
fish in making that one extra pass that translates into poetry in
motion.
Share the ball. Isn’t that what the game is supposed to be all
about? This is what the 17-years veteran Jermaine O’Neal says,
“It's rare in professional sports that you get a team that likes
each other and is very unselfish. Basketball can really become
a very individualized sport within a team system.
