Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
The word of God serves up a tremendous feast for us today.
Isaiah beckons all who hunger and thirst to come to the Lord
for satisfaction. The psalmist cries out, "The hand of the Lord
feeds us; he answers all our needs." Saint Paul tells us that
nothing can separate us from the love of God. Finally, in the
Gospel, we hear the story of the miraculous feeding of over
five thousand people from a mere five loaves and two fish.
Most of us have our material needs met on a day-to-day basis.
These Scriptures, nevertheless, have much to say to the con-
temporary believer. We must ask ourselves, "Where are my
deepest hungers? Where are my thirsts?" After material needs
are satisfied and, in some cases, over-satisfied, many people
still experience a deep longing for spiritual balance and well-
being. As the loaves and fish are multiplied in today's Gospel,
perhaps our prayer can be a longing for the satisfaction of the
deepest needs that only God can fill.

ADMITTING OUR HELPLESSNESS
Jesus' disciples, after a long day of preaching and healing, find
themselves confronted with thousands of hungry people who
need to be fed. They themselves were no doubt hungry and
thirsty. In desperation, they turn to the Lord and ask him to tell
the people to go to the towns and villages to buy food. Jesus
tells them to give the people food themselves. They admit that
they can come up with only five loaves and two fish, hardly
enough to feed even themselves. It was only after the disciples
admitted their total helplessness in the situation that the mira-
cle of the multiplication of the loaves and fish occurred. Where
is the lesson for us? It is in admitting our helplessness in life's
most difficult moments that a miracle may perhaps be waiting
for us.

MIRACLES OF MULTIPLICATION
Many believers admit that when faced with life-threatening
iliness, all that can be done in many instances is to throw one's
hands up in total helplessness and, in desperation, call upon
God. The miracle that can occur is often not a cure of the ill-
ness. The miracle may be the strength and courage given by
God to move through the pain and grief with hearts of faith.
Remember what Saint Paul tells us today. "For | am convinced
that neither death, nor life . . . nor any other creature will be
able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our
Lord." When we know deep hunger for meaning and direction,
when we are at our lowest, let us heed the words of the
prophet Isaiah, and come to the Lord, that we may have life. If
five loaves and two fish can be multiplied miraculously to feed
thousands, then surely the compassion and love of Christ Jesus
can be multiplied again and again for those whose hearts hun-
ger and thirst for healing and wholeness.

REFLECTIONS/ REFLECCIONES

Decimoctavo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
La palabra de Dios sirve una gran fiesta para nosotros hoy.
Isaias llama a todos los que tienen hambre y sed de venir al
Sefior por la satisfaccidn. El salmista clama: "La mano del Sefior
nos alimenta, sino que responde a todas nuestras necesi-
dades." San Pablo nos dice que nada nos puede separar del
amor de Dios. Por ultimo, en el Evangelio, escuchamos la his-
toria de la milagrosa alimentacion de mas de cinco mil perso-
nas de tan sélo cinco panes y dos peces. La mayoria de
nosotros tenemos nuestras necesidades materiales se re-
unieron en una base de dia a dia. Estas Escrituras, sin embargo,
tienen mucho que decir al creyente contemporaneo. Debemos
preguntarnos, "é¢Ddénde estan mis hambres mas profundas?
¢Dénde estan mis sed?" Después se satisfacen las necesidades
materiales y, en algunos casos, el exceso de satisfaccion,
muchas personas siguen teniendo un profundo anhelo de equi-
librio espiritual y el bienestar. Como los panes y los peces se
multiplican en el evangelio de hoy, tal vez nuestra oracion
puede ser un anhelo para la satisfaccion de las necesidades
mas profundas que sdélo Dios puede llenar.

ADMITIR NUESTRA INCAPACIDAD
Los discipulos de Jesus, después de predicar y curar todo el dia,
se encuentran frente a miles de personas hambrientas que
necesitan alimento. Ellos mismos sin duda estaban hambrien-
tos y sedientos. En su desesperacion se vuelven al Sefior y le
piden que envie a la multitud a los pueblos cercanos a comprar
alimento. Jesus les dice a sus discipulos que ellos les den de
comer. Los discipulos admiten que sélo han conseguido cinco
panes y dos peces, ni siquiera lo suficiente para alimentarse
ellos. Solamente después de que los discipulos admiten su total
incapacidad, ocurre el milagro de la multiplicacién de los panes
y los peces. ¢Ddnde esta la leccion para nosotros? En que si
admitimos nuestra incapacidad en los momentos mas dificiles
de nuestra vida, un milagro puede estar esperandonos.

MILAGROS DE MULTIPLICACION
Muchos creyentes admiten que cuando se enfrentan serias
enfermedades, lo Unico que se puede hacer en muchos casos
es levantar los brazos y en total desesperacion acudir a Dios. El
milagro que puede ocurrir con frecuencia no es la curacién de
la enfermedad. El milagro puede ser la fortaleza y el valor que
Dios nos da para aceptar el sufrimiento y el dolor con fe. Recor-
demos lo que San Pablo nos dice hoy: "Estoy seguro de que ni
la muerte, ni la vida . .. ni criatura alguna, podran apartarnos
del amor de Dios que encontramos en Cristo Jesus nuestro
Sefior". Cuando tengamos hambre de comprension y direccion,
cuando sintamos la mas profunda tristeza, prestemos atencion
a las palabras del profeta Isaias, acerquémonos al Sefior y ten-
dremos vida. Si cinco panes y dos peces pueden multiplicarse
milagrosamente para alimentar a miles, sin duda la compasidn
y el amor de Cristo Jesus puede multiplicarse una y otra vez en
los corazones hambrientos y sedientos de sanacion y santifica-
cion.
